I am writing to you as a concerned member of Wills and also a conscientious citizen of Australia!

It has come to my attention you'll be attending a parliamentary session about the CPRS and the RET at the end of this week in Canberra. It's my intention to let you know my thoughts on revitalising the RET with the following:

1. Doubling the RET to at least 90,000GWh by 2020;
2. Excluding solar hot water from the scheme and supporting it with other measures instead (solar hot water does not actually add to renewable electricity in the grid); and

3. Ensuring that all renewable energy accounted for is actually delivered. They can do this by increasing the annual target for renewable energy in line with the amount of extra credits that are traded by owners of solar panels annually.

I believe strongly this will deliver a robust and real account of the renewable energy Australia and Moreland is using - with real incentives and tangible outcomes.
